Learning Content: 
The ELA and Mathematics Common Core Standards are designed to support the development of the skills students need to be college and career ready. The Special Areas courses provide opportunities for students to apply these skills in practical contexts. 
Evidence:
NYS has identified the 7-8 grade ELA and Math tests as acceptable sources of evidence for student growth.   The mean of the ELA and Math MGP’s was selected as evidence because we want our students on average to demonstrate growth at least equal to the average of similar students state-wide on the 7th-8th grade ELA and Mathematics State Assessments.
Target: The target of 50 for the average of the ELA and Mathematics MGP’s was set at 13.  The 2011-2012 combined MGP for ELA and Mathematics was 49.  
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
