	Rationale
	 Describe the reasoning behind the choices regarding learning content, evidence, and target and how they will be used together to prepare students for future growth and development in subsequent grades/courses, as well as college and career readiness.

Content:
Special Area teachers can support success with this SLO in a variety of ways.  Engaging students in literacy infused lessons aligned to Common Core would increase reading and writing skills. Success on these exams reflects not only content knowledge but students’ abilities to comprehend text and communicate through writing.  Special Area courses historically offer engaging content that appeals to a wide range of students. The positive social and emotional connections fostered in these areas improve students’ attendance increasing instructional contact time in all classes.
Evidence:

Success on NYS Regents Exams is the accepted measure for college and career readiness.  

Target:
Minimum requirements for graduation are for students to pass 5 regents exams in 4 years. The High School can be on track for this requirement by decreasing the total number of regents needed by 40% each year.
             (40% represents 212 regents passed in 2013)

HEDI:
There are at minimum 351 opportunities to pass a regents exam in 2013 not including students retaking exams.  On any given year we can expect the number of opportunities to increase by approximately 15-20% making the total number closer to 421 so we will put that score at 20.
Historically, the district has a 79% pass rate (2012=80%, 2011=82%, 2010 = 76%) so 79% of 351 = 277 and the target is to decrease total regents needed (529) in HS by 40% which = 212.  Therefore I am setting the target of 212 at 9 and the historical trend number of 277 at 13 points and the total opportunities at 20.
Exceeding the goal of 212 regents passed would be evidence of college and career readiness.  There would be more students who are taking regents beyond the minimum expectations (advanced regent’s opportunities).
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
